	Social Work in a Global Context (with a special focus on the indigenous Lapland population of Finland)

The program is offered by Penn for transfer credit in cooperation with the Department of Social Work of the University of Vermont. 
	Three-week program (tentatively set for mid-May through the end of the first week of June) that involves a series of lectures, workshops, and agency visits with social work students and faculty from a variety of European and non-European nations.  The program also involves cultural travel within Finland. 

The “home base” for the program is the University of Lapland, in Rovaniemi, Finland.


	· University of Vermont  tuition and fees equivalent to 1 CU (approximately $2900).
· All transportation and land expenses (including health insurance).  NOTE: The organizers estimate the non-tuition portion of the expenses to about $2500 which will includes roundtrip transportation between  NYC & Finland, lodging, local travel, museum admissions, and some meals.

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The Student International Travel Fund

Purpose:


To provide limited financial assistance to students who are interested in participating in a credit-accruing, SP2-sponsored, Study Abroad experience. Criteria for Awards: 

1. You currently must be enrolled either full- or part-time in any of SP2’s degree-granting programs.

2. You must demonstrate financial need (as per the “Application Process” requirements listed below).

3. You must be committed to undertaking a comparative analysis of a social work, social welfare or social policy issue of relevance to both your country of origin and your host country.  Among other approaches, the resulting analysis should assess the transferability potential of innovations you observe in your host country for improving social work, social welfare, or social policy practice in your country of origin.
