Trafficking
Defined

The transport, harboring, or sale of persons within 
national or across international borders through

» coercion

» force

» kidnapping

» deception or 

» fraud

ÂIncluding for forced prostitution, domestic 
servitude, debt bondage or other slavery-like 
practices (18 USC 1589 et seq.).



The Trafficking Victims 
Protection Act of 2000

Provisions of the Act (PL #106-386)

Âsex trafficking in which a commercial sexual actis 
induced by force, fraud or coercion, or in which 
the person induced to perform such an act has not 
attained 18 years of age; or

ÂThe recruitment, harboring, transportation, 
provision, or obtaining of a person for labor or 
services, through the use the use of force, fraud or 
coercion for the purpose of subjection to 
involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage, or 
slavery
